▪  Choose ten (10) quotations from the text and respond to each, explaining their significance in the            
overall context of the book and/or give a personal response to the quote. 

▪  Quotes must be spread out over the entirety of the book (i.e., the quotes cannot come from the first 
few chapters). 

2. Daily Reading Log following the guidelines found in the Class of 2012 folder on the UCT website. 
 

3. Powerpoint presentation or Posterboard presentation following the guidelines found in the Class of 
2012 folder on the UCT website.
